RESEARCH INTERESTS AND TECHNIQUES:

My studies were initially dedicated to the characterization of the endogenous production of the catecholamines of catecholamines in myenteric plexus of guinea pig; subsequently mi interest was devoted to immune cells and started with the contribution of dopamine, noradrenaline and adrenaline in hematopoiesis in rodent and human immune cells. In the early '90s, noradrenaline and adrenaline - although already identified as major mediators in the CNS-immune system interaction - were still considered only as neurotransmitters. Our contribute with my group was to characterize the presence in human immune cells the biosynthetic and metabolic pathways of catecholamines. Working in collaboration with international groups, we were among the first identifying catecholamines in hematopoietic and immune cells (a-d) and we described for the first time their possible involvement in immune mediated diseases (Multiple sclerosis) or other neurodegenerative disease (Parkinson disease). 

We deepened the contribution of catecholaminergic dysregulation in multiple sclerosis (MS), an autoimmune disease of the central nervous system and collaborating with neurologists we investigate the relevance of such dysregulation in the different phases of this disease. We have investigated in this clinical condition the changes occurring selectively in the different lymphocyte subsets and the contribute of adrenergic receptors in disease progression or as prognostic factors in disease complication.

My area of interest was also in the drug discovery both working with molecules of synthesis or from natural origin and in particular in the development of cellular model to test and screen these compounds for their possible use as drugs. My role in all these studies was that of primary investigator or coinvestigator

In the field of neuroimmunology, in the last 15 years my interest was devoted to the understanding the role of neuroinflammation with particular regards to neurodegenerative diseases and the contribute of peripheral immune dysregulation in these processes.
