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PROFILE

Paolo L. Bernardini (Genova, 31 March 1963) is tenured full Professor of Early
Modern European History since 2006 and was Founding Head of the
Department of Human Sciences, Innovation and Territory (“DiSUIT”) (2018-
2021) at the University of Insubria, Como-Varese, Italy.

Insubria University (1998-) is an Italian state university with 12,000ca
students, serving Upper Lombardy and Southern Switzerland, located in the
historical region of Insubria dating back to pre-Roman times, now including
parts of Lombardy, Piedmont, and Switzerland. It has seven departments,
around 360 faculty members, three main locations (Varese, Como, Busto
Arsizio), all quite close to Milan, Brianza, and their major financial, cultural
and industrial districts. DiSUIT, the youngest department of the university,
has (as of July 2025) 45 faculty members, 15 administrative staff, 5 research
centres, and around 1,600 students enrolled in the courses managed by the
Department.

Paolo L. Bernardini works in the areas of Early Modern and Modern Global
and European History (religious history, socio-cultural history, intellectual
history, history of political thought, Christian-Jewish relations, Italian and
Mediterranean studies) with a strong interest in Digital Humanities. From
1994, right after receiving his Ph.D. from the EUI, he has taught in South
Africa (University of Cape Town), Australia (University of Technology,
Sydney), Britain (University of Essex, University of Southampton), and the
USA (Fulbright Visiting Faculty, University of Pittsburgh; University of
Missouri-Saint Louis, Boston University); and in Italy, first at the University
of Turin, Parma, and Padua, then at the University of Insubria, Como, where
he is currently since December 2006 Full Professor (Italian Government
Chair by nomination) of Early Modern, Modern and Global History. He
created and directed for eight years the Boston University “Center for Italian
and European Studies”, located in Padua, Italy (2001-2009). He was recently
Fellow (2016-2019) of the Accademia dei Lincei, Rome, working on a non-
residential basis at the Centro Linceo Interdisciplinare “Beniamino Segre”.

Dr. Bernardini received his Dott. Lett. (“Diploma di Laurea”) summa cum
laude in Philosophy (“Philosophy of History”) from the University of Genoa
(6/1987), under the supervision of the late Professors G. Severino and



Professor G. Moretto, and his Ph.D. in “History and Civilization”, from the
European University Institute in Fiesole (Florence) (2/1994), under the
supervision of the late Professor S.J. Woolf and Professor R. Rowland. His
teaching covers European and Global History 1450-2015, with a focus on the
[talian and Mediterranean areas (with a strong focus on Northern Africa),
from a religious, political, social, cultural and intellectual point of view.

He was for three times a Fellow of the John Carter Brown Library at Brown
University, a Human Capital and Mobility/Marie Curie Fellow at the
University of Essex and the Scuola Normale Superiore in Pisa, a Member of
the Institute for Advanced Study (Princeton) and an Inaugural Fellow of the
Notre Dame Institute for Advanced Study (Notre Dame). In 2015-2016, he was
one of the invited Inaugural Fellows of the newly created “Maimonides
Centre for Advanced Studies” at the University of Hamburg, directed by
Professor Giuseppe Veltri. In his career, he has raised substantial research
funds from several public as well as private sources, including the European
Union, the UCEI (Italian Jewish Communities Association), the Rothschild-
Ha-Nadiv Foundation, the Italian Ministry for Research, the Touro
Foundation, the Brine Charitable Trust, and other grant-giving and funding
institutions all over the world.

He has received some awards, including most recently (2019), the “Premio
Internazionale Citta di Como”; his book on suicide in European philosophy
from Montaigne to Kant, Le rive fatali di Keos (The Fatal Shore of Keos: Suicide
in Early Modern Philosophy from Montaigne to Kant), was named one of the
“Books of the Year” by the Times Literary Supplement in 2010 (8 December).
One of his last books, La liberta, per esempio (Freedom, for Instance.
Mediterranean Issues and Liberal Thought) was named as one of the “Summer
Reads” by the Times Higher Education Supplement in 2017 (19 July); most
recently, his book Di dolore ostello. Pagine di storia italiana (Vicenza,
Ronzani, 2021) was named one of the “Books of the Year 20217, by the Times
Literary Supplement (26 November 2021).

He has received the qualification of “Director of Institute” by the Italian CNR
(National Research Council) in 2014, for the area/disciplines of “History”, and
in 2016 for the area/disciplines of “Philosophy”. From February 2020 he is
honorary professor at Samarkand State University, Faculty of History, in
Uzbekistan.

He has authored or co-authored 31 books, and edited or co-edited 21 volumes,
in English and Italian. He has written more than 150 scholarly articles and



250 reviews and regularly contributes to the Italian political debate since

2006. He is on the editorial boards of “Nuova Rivista Storica”, “Storia libera”,
